Also, since people's names may change over time, please go over the names
so that the Imperial records will be updated.

Local heralds are responsible for making sure that their records match the Imperial records. If you notice a
discrepancy, please notify me at once so that we can correct it.

Remember that there is a MANDATORY meeting for all regional heralds who will be attending the Imperial
Crown War West. This meeting will discuss the changeover, as well as some new projects for the College to take
on. Those who cannot attend the IWW will get a letter letting them know what happened at the meeting so that
they don't miss out.

I will be doing consultations at IWW and will be taking submissions with appropriate paperwork.

Return for conflict with Boadicea (Device: Mundane, Jun 2000) Vert, an equal-armed Celtic cross argent.
(Attributed arms - one of the Nine Worthy Women). Only one difference, the change of the tincture of the
field. No difference is coutned between types of Celtic cross.CHESAPEAKE

• Sarah Trouble (Device, Chesapeake) Per bend sinister azure and sable, a wavy lightning bolt bendwise
sinister on the line of division or.
As drawn, resembles a narrow bend sinister wavy that tapers from base to chief. This is not a period depiction
and is being returned for redraw to a more Period format.

UMBRIA
• County Darkstar (Estate, Umbria) Quarterly gules and purpure, a mullet of four greater and four lesser

points sable fimbriated argent within a bordure argent.
Complex charges may not be fimbriated.

• House Loyal Order of the Sword (Estate, Umbria) Sable, a garden rose bendwise gules slipped and leaved
vert, overall a cross of unrecognized type sable fimbriated and voided argent, overall a rapier bendwise
sinister argent handled brown, overall a horse's head couped diagonally argent.
(1) Garden roses are not registerable. (2) Red and green may not be placed on black. (3) Crosses must be of
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recognized types, this cross has each arm in a different style. (4) Complex charges may not be voided or
fimbriated. (5) Beast heads must be either couped straight across or erased, this is neither. (6) Excessive
layering.

• House Harfluer (Estate, Umbria) Pily bendy sinister gules and sable, the line of division fimbriated argent.
Complex lines of division may not be fimbriated.

THE FOLLOWING ARE BEING PENDED FOR FURTHER REVIEW:

TERRENEUVE
• Claire T{o/}nnesdotter McLean de McDonnon - Gules, a key fesswise, wards to dexter or.

This is a direct conflict with the badge of the Seneschal of the Society for Creative Anachronism. Pend for
further review as to whether this conflict is serious enough to call.

UMBRIA
• James the Red - transfer of arms from County Dragonstar.
